A mudflow is a fast-moving stream
of mud, rocks, and water that rushes
down mountain slopes, most often
after heavy rain or lake outbursts.

A MUDFLOW:

Before entering your home
— check for damage
(water, gas, electricity)
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Do not touch wet
electrical appliances

Prepare ahead of time:
learn to swim and give first aid
